The Library is governed by its Board of Trustees, consisting of seven committed
volunteers elected by the Ossining community to serve three-year terms. The Board
of Trustees is responsible for approving library policies and for presenting an
operating budget for a community vote. Over 90% of the library's funding comes from
the local tax levy that is voted on each year by the public.

The Ossining Public Library works closely with community partners and local
legislators.

The Library has fostered deep partnerships with the Ossining Union Free School District, the
Town of Ossining and The Village of Ossining, as well as essential organizations including Open
Door Family Medical Center and Neighbor's Link. The Library has been fortunate to work with
Assemblywoman Dana Levenberg, Senator Pete Harckham, County Executive George Latimer,
and Representative Mike Lawler.
